Slighe nan Gaidheal (SHLEE-uh nun GAYuhl), Seattle’s Gaelic language & cultural society,
announces its first Gaelic Intensive Day of the year 2004, to be held on April 24", at Findlay
Street Christian Church, 4620 So. Findlay, Seattle, 98118, starting at 10:00 AM and ending at 4:00
PM.

Instruction in the Scottish Gaelic language will be offered at two levels: for beginners, with
renowned Seattle Gaelic teacher Rich Hill as instructor, and for intermediate learners, with an
instructor to be announced. The fee for members of Slighe nan Gaidheal is $30, and for non-
members, $35. The site is in South-East Seattle, near the no. 7 Metro bus line, with all-day on-
street parking. The building is handicapped-accessible.

The Society offers several all-day intensive classes each year, in addition to a three-day late-
August language learning opportunity called Gaelic Camp. This year, the Society is also
holding its biennial festival of Scottish Gaelic and Scottish arts, Féis Shiatail (FAYSH he AT ul),
at the Fort Worden Conference Center, Port Townsend, Washington, from June 15" through
June 20%, & Gaelic-language instruction will be a key part of that event.
